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Abstract

With the beginning of 1990s, the pattern of global trade has changed. The new trade problems
have become apparent with the new trade patterns. Global supply chains, investor state disputes,
e-commerce have been put on the trade agendas. However, World Trade Organization and the
multilateral trade system could not be able to provide solutions to these new trade problems.
For this reason, countries have engaged in regional trade agreements (RTAS). The number of
RTAs in force is 343 (March 2021). East Asia has lots of RTAs in force (98 agreements in
force). Furthermore, this cause overlapping of the agreements and complicates trade
engagements. In this respect, ASEAN countries with China, Japan, South Korea, Australia and
New Zealand signed a mega trade agreement -Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership
(RCEP)- on 15 November 2020. This agreement constitutes the biggest trade bloc comprises
one third of the World population and GDP. RCEP would affect all economies and Turkey as
well. Turkey has Free Trade Agreements (FTASs) with some of RCEP members (South Korea,
Malaysia and Singapore) and negotiating an FTA with some members (Japan, Indonesia and
Thailand). The aim of this study to discuss the consequences of RCEP Agreement on Turkish
trade. While discussing the trade effects, we will focus on revealed comparative advantage
indexes based on STIC Rev.4 trade classification.

Ozet

1990’lardan sonra Diinya ticareti dnemli bir doniisiim i¢ine girmistir. Ticaretteki bu doniisiim
ticaretle ilgili farkli konulari da glindeme getirmistir. Kiiresel tedarik zincirleri, yatirimci devlet
iliskileri, e-ticaret gibi ticaret ile ilgili farkli giindem maddeleri olusmustur. Ancak Diinya
Ticaret Orgiiti(DTO) niin ¢ok tarafl1 ticaret sistemi bu giindemlerin gerisinde kalmis ve
iilkelere bu yeni ticaret perspektifi agisindan yeterince ¢dziim sunamamistir. Ulkeler bu
dogrultuda Bolgesel Ticaret Anlasmalar1 (BTA) yapmaya baslamiglardir. Su anda 343 tane
BTA yiiriirliktedir (Mart 2021). Dogu Asya iilkeleri de siklikla BTA yapmaktadir. Ancak bu
BTA’lar zaman zaman birbiriyle c¢akigsmakta ve bolgenin ticaretinde karigikliga neden
olmaktadir. Bu nedenle ASEAN onciiliigiinde ASEAN+5 olarak — ASEAN lkeleri, Cin,
Japonya, Giiney Kore, Avusturalya ve Yeni Zelanda- 15 Kasim 2020 tarihinde bir mega ticaret
anlasmas1 &rnedi olan Bolgesel Kapsamli Ekonomik Isbirligi (Regional Comprehensive
Ecoonomic Partnership, RCEP) Antlasmasini imzalamiglardir. Bu anlagsma ile birlikte Diinya
niifusunun ve Diinya GSYIH smin iigte birini kapsayan bir ticaret blogu olusmustur. Bu ticaret
anlagmasinin tiim Diinya ekonomileri agisindan sonuglari olacaktir. Tiirkiye’nin bolge
ekonomilerinin bazilar1 ile Serbest Ticaret Anlagsmalar1 (Giliney Kore, Malezya ve Singapur)
vardir. Bazi bolge ekonomileri ile ise de STA miizakeresi (Japonya, Endonezya ve Tayland)
devam etmektedir. Bu ¢alismada RCEP Anlagmasinin Tiirkiye’nin ticareti agisindan ne gibi
sonuglar doguracagi Aciklanmis Karsilastirmali Ustiinliikler yontemi ile STIC Rev. 4
siniflandirilmalarina dayanarak analiz edilecek ve yorumlanacaktir.
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
